 Military divorce rates are higher when a spouse has 
deployed. 

 The top four mental health issues being seen in mil-
itary veterans:  PTSD, Depression, Substance Abuse, 
and Adjustment Disorders. 

 There are not enough qualified counselors and 
therapists to care for our wounded warriors 
and their families.
